e Provide your resume.
e Submit 2 signed letters of reference.
Further the applicant agrees to the following rules:
e Allow a member(s) of CSA’s selection committee to make an in-person
assessment of potential facilities as part of the application process.
e The SimGenetic female you purchase must be registered and may be either
purebred Simmental or percentage at 50% Simmental or higher.
e Purchase the animal from a CSA member. The female will be sold under the
Terms and Conditions of the American Simmental Association.

e Exhibit the purchased animal at your local county fair. (You're also encourage to show
at state fair, an AJSA Regional or National Classic, &/or National Western Stock Show. Note:
CSA & CJSA provide separate incentives for participation.)

e Provide updates, via phone or email, to your CSA-assigned coordinator, by the
15" of each month. Communication, which may include basic record keeping or
photos, should continue through at least a year, when the animal is bred.

e Breed your animal to a SimGentics bull, targeted to calve the next calving
season.

e Attend at least one CJSA or CSA event. (See Facebook or the calendar on
ColoradoSimmental.com.)
